Qualifications for the 2011 Area 3 Championships are:

e Levels: Preliminary, Training, Novice, Beginner Novice

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Preliminary Rider (CH): Horse and rider must qualify together. Rider may never have competed
above Intermediate level within the previous 5 years (including the year of the championship).
Preliminary Horse (CH): Any rider. Horse may never have competed above Intermediate level.
Training Rider (CH): Horse and rider must qualify together. Rider may never have competed
above Preliminary level within the previous 5 years (including the year of the championship). If
sufficient entries, the division may be split between Junior and Senior rider status.

Training Horse (CH): Any rider. Horse may never have competed above Preliminary level.
Novice Rider (CH): Horse and rider must qualify together. Rider may never have competed
above Training level within the previous 5 years (including the year of the championship). If
sufficient entries, the division may be split between Junior and Senior rider status.

Novice Horse (CH): Any rider. Horse may never have competed above Training level.

Beginner Novice Rider (CH): Horse and rider must qualify together. Rider may never have
competed above Novice level within the previous 5 years (including the year of the
championship). If sufficient entries, the division may be split between Junior and Senior rider
status.

Beginner Novice Horse (CH): Any rider. Horse may never have competed above Novice level.

e Event: Poplar Place Farm, Hamilton, GA

e Date: May 7-8, 2011

e Qualify From/To: 27 April 2010 to 19 April 2011

e Placing to Qualify: 1st thru 5th at One Event with No Cross Country Jump Penalties.
e Qualify In: Any Area.

It is the rider's obligation to keep up with placings out of the Area and include in qualifications
section of entry form.

Open to members of other Areas, but non-residents must qualify within Area lll.

Beginner Novice riders - do not have to be a USEA member at time of qualifying events, but
must be a current USEA member to compete in the area championships.

"Competed" means to have completed all phases of the event and to have received a numerical
score for the event.

The Organizer of the Area Championship event retains the right to combine a championship
division with a non-championship division if there are 5 or less championship entries for that
division.

The rider and horse must be qualified for the level at which they are entered, in accordance
with EV105, at the time of the competition.
